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The scholarship

The Gottfried Bohm Scholarship sup-
ports architects in the postmaster pha-
se who are particularly interested in the
connection between architecture and
urban development. Under the patrona-
ge of Cologne's mayor Henriette Reker
the one-year residency scholarship takes
place in the metropolis of Cologne. The
scholarship holder is given the oppor-
tunity to work for one year on creative
and visionary tasks in architecture and
urban development for Cologne and its
periphery. For this period he or she will
receive free accommodation, a workpla-
ce in a creative environment in the heart
of the city and a monthly grant totaling
2,500 euros. The scholarship is offered
and supervised by the Verein der Freun-
de und Forderer der Technischen Hoch-
schule K&ln e.V. (Association of Friends
and Sponsors of the Cologne University
of Applied Sciences).

With a renowned tutor the scholarship

holder receives individual professional
support throughout the one-year resi-
dency.

with the Friends and Sponsors of the
Technical University invite the public to
a festive event at Cologne City Hall to
mark the end of the fellowship.

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Who can apply?

Applicants must meet the following

criteria:

-> have completed a master's degree in
architecture no later than 31/05/2025,

- be a non-employee, freelance architect,

- no longer be enrolled at any university
during the period of the fellowship, with

the exception of doctoral students,

- not have previously completed a

post-master's fellowship,

- as non-EU citizens, undertake to en-
sure that their residence permit does
not preclude self-employment for the

duration of their stay,

—-> are not in receipt of any other funding
from the City of Cologne in the funding

year,

- have language skills in German or
English, either as a native speaker or
with C1language skills.
